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“Unless Your law had been my delight, I would then have perished in my affliction.” (Ps. 119:92) 

If you can pass a 600-foot zip line with no impulse to hop on and zoom over the lake, should you pass on 
Scripture Memory Camp? Certainly not! Adults of all ages play a vital role at camp—not always in the way 
they expect! Take for example, God’s plans for Lois Bostrom: 

When I was about 25, I had listened to young kids recite. I had only volunteered as a counselor—I was not saved 
yet. At Bible Memory Camp I received the Lord. I went to Bible College, then lived 47 years in Japan. I met my 
husband there. My life was changed.” 

Just as Scripture memorization is not only for kids, so also the singing, study, and fellowship of camp are 
not just for kids! How can an adult like you help at SMF Camp? 

Is SMF Camp Just for Kids? 

If life has broken your heart, you know the psalmist is not exaggerating. Instead, he gives a literal assessment 
of his dependency on the life-giving — even life-saving — Word of God. His walk through life’s valleys, like 
ours, has seen him abandoned by friends, bereaved of loved ones, or plunged into financial ruin. In the midst 
of such trials, he finds joy not in the prospect of improved circumstances, but in the realization that God’s 
Word is forever “settled in heaven” (vs. 89), just like its Author Whose “faithfulness endures to all genera-
tions” (vs. 90). Because God Himself is faithful, the promises of His Word don’t expire or fail. We cling for 
life to the things promised, keeping those promises stored in the treasures of memory, and God brings it to 
pass (Psa. 37:5). Then, against the odds, the day then comes when we say,  “Return to your rest, O my soul, 
for the LORD has dealt bountifully with you. For You have delivered my soul from death, my eyes from 
tears, and my feet from falling” (Psa. 116:7-8). Let’s delight in God’s Law...while we can!
